major events this summer, including
the concerts and festivities on the
Common.
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After each event, the municipality will ensure all waste and recyclables are
cleared from the site to keep the Common area clean. In terms of the turf,
immediately following each concert, HRM will fertilize the North Common
and add soil to level out the area for the safety of users.

To minimize the damage of vehicles travelling over the turf, HRM designates
areas where they are permitted and spots that are closed off to that on-field
traffic. HRM is committed to returning the Common and surrounding areas
to their pre-event conditions as soon as possible.
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The usual overseeding work after each concert
will be set aside this year in anticipation of the
work to prepare for the Canada Games.

HRM is readying the North Common to host
the Speed Skating competitions of the 2011
Canada Winter Games. Work is being carried
out now through September to install the
infrastructure needed to have the track ready
later this fall.

A temporary long track oval will be constructed
on the Halifax North Common to host Speed
Skating during week one of the Games.
Council’s plans include taking advantage of
the venue for residents prior to the Games by
opening up the ice surface to the public before
and after the games. The surface will be large
enough to allow for up to 1,800 skaters.

The portion of the refrigeration equipment
required for the rink will become a legacy of
the games as it will be used in the following
season to create a permanent outdoor rink.
One regional rink would be a destination rink
encouraging winter tourism and functioning as
a park or wading pool in the warmer months.
This would be complemented by a regionally-
distributed network of neighbourhood

rinks located adjacent to existing arenas or
recreation centres and could be used as sport
courts during the summer.
